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Chapter 1

The reason why I like the melody is that, it makes me remember the song even if I have forgotten the words of the song. There is also conduct in the song. In the the video, the primary melodies are assigned to vocalists and use instrumental melodies as a counterpoint, providing syncopation and harmony to fill out the song structure.

Chapter 2

The rhythm of the drummers in this chapter followed a blast beat drum pattern features. All drums are on the eighth note subdivision or variants with one or more drum's pattern displaced by a sixteenth note. This resembles a combination of double-time (bass-snare pattern) and original time (ride pattern).

Despite the difference in notation, there is no difference in interonset intervals and this pattern is nearly identical to the first simple duple pattern except for the second on beat being divided into two eighth notes and the second backbeat being delayed an eighth note.

Chapter 3

The harmony adds feelings to the melody. There is both harmony and melody in the video. The harmony of the Choir elicits different feelings in the listener. The choir is using the major triad form of harmony by playing the first, third and fifth notes of the major scale simultaneously. The Choir uses Chord-based melody which is composed based on chord tone, that is, the nodes that make up each chord.

Chapter 4

Keys are a set of notes that all fit together as a musical scale. Music composed in a major key centers around notes from a major scale, while minor key music centers around notes from a minor scale. Every major scale shares a set of notes with a particular minor scale, and every minor scale shares a set of notes with a particular major scale. These pairs share the same key signature and are known as relative keys.

The difference between major and minor keys is that, a major key consists of a 1st, 3rd, and 5th degree of a major scale while a minor key is made from the 1st, flatted 3rd, and 5th degrees of a major scale. So the only difference is the 3rd degre. Major chords have a brighter, happier sound while minor chords produce sounds that are sad and melancholy. Songwriters choose their chords carefully to evoke emotions in the listener and give musical form to their lyrics.

Chapter 5

In music, texture is how the melodic, rhythmic, and harmonic materials are combined in a composition, thus determining the overall quality of the sound in a piece. Texture is often described in regard to the density, or thickness, and range, or width, between lowest and highest pitches, in relative terms as well as more specifically distinguished according to the number of voices, or parts, and the relationship between these voices.

Types of textures are

· Monophony
Examples of Monophony

i. One person whistling a tune

ii. A single bugle sounding “Taps”

iii. A group of people all singing a song together, without harmonies or instruments

iv. A fife and drum corp, with all the fifes playing the same melo

· Homophony
Examples of Homophony

i. Choral music in which the parts have mostly the same rhythms at the same time is homophonic. Most traditional Protestant hymns and most “barbershop quartet” music is in this category.

ii. A singer accompanied by a guitar picking or strumming chords.

iii. A small jazz combo with a bass, a piano, and a drum set providing the “rhythm” background for a trumpet improvising a solo.

· Polyphony
Examples of Polyphony

i. Rounds, canons, and fugues are all polyphonic. (Even if there is only one melody, if different people are singing or playing it at different times, the parts sound independent.)

ii. Much Baroque music is contrapuntal, particularly the works of J.S. Bach.

iii. Most music for large instrumental groups such as bands or orchestras is contrapuntal at least some of the time.

iv. Music that is mostly homophonic can become temporarily polyphonic if an independent countermelody is added. Think of a favorite pop or gospel tune that, near the end, has the soloist “ad libbing” while the back-up singers repeat the refrain.

· Heterophony

Is when there is only one melody, but different variations of it are being sung or played at the same time.

Example;

Heterophony can be heard in the Bluegrass, “mountain music”, Cajun, and Zydeco traditions. Listen for the tune to be played by two instruments (say fiddle and banjo) at the same time, with each adding the embellishments, ornaments, and flourishes that are characteristic of the instrument.

chapters 6

Musical form helps in organizing a piece of music. Without musical form, a song would sound jumbled and disjointed. Therefore, a composer or song-writer must have a plan before they start to write their lyrics. If you do not have a plan before you write, the final piece will likely be disappointing.

Chapter 7

Tempo and dynamic contribute to expression in music. Dynamic is the intensity and it makes music so expressive that it may affect the listener's mood. Dynamic levels may suggest feelings, moods or emotions. Loud dynamics can be associated with turmoil, vigor, and victory. Soft sounds can be associated with repose and calmness. On the other hand, Tempo is the rate of speed of rhythm in a composition that is usually described by different Italian terms.
