Why have generations of music lovers been intrigued by this genre?
Opera music reflects who we are as human beings. The music is Intriguing as it shows how people relate with each other. The music lovers further find it Intriguing as it shows a dramatic combination of a narrative, stagecraft and music. The vulnerability of the human voice in the operas and the story telling makes it to be vivid and manipulative thus coming close to an expression of real emotion.
What aspect of opera, seen and heard in the operas by Purcell and Monteverdi discussed in the book and heard in the Connect, might account for this?
This can be accounted by the individual style composition made by Monteverdi that is renaissance polyphony and the new basso continuotecnique. He further developed one of the earliest operas still surviving today and they have formed the backbone of most recent operas and have intrigued many of the current generation.
What style features of early baroque music can be found in the operas of Monteverdi and Purcell? The renaissance style of early baroque can be found in the operas of Monteverdi. he developed the renaissance polyphony and the new basso technique of the Baroque.
