I. First, organ donation improves the quality of your life and that of others 
A. Organ transplant significantly impacts the patient's and their family's quality of life positively.
1. Effective performance of the graft releases a long period of suffering and helps the patient achieve physical, social and psychological integrity, which signifies the improved quality of life (Siddique, 2016).
2. It brings to an end grieving and stressful times of the recipient’s family 
B. The donor or their family live happily knowing that they touched a life and gave someone an opportunity to live.
1. Organ donation is a life-changing task and one of the greatest philanthropic acts.
2. It can be comforting in the midst of grief.

II. Secondly, organ donation helps to reduce the waiting list 
A. The longer the list, the longer the patient’s suffering and psychological torture for the family.
1. Approximately 107,000 people in the U.S are on the waiting list for an organ (Hoffman, 2019).
2. Ten people are added every day to the list 
3. The list gets longer as people decline to donate
B. There is a shortage of organ donations, risking the lives of many patients on the list.
1. 2.8 million patients are undergoing dialysis, but per year only 300,000 transplants are done.
2. Some critical conditions want need organ transplant rather than dialysis (Lopp, 2013)
(Transition: reducing waiting list will help close the gap between organ demand and supply,  now let's look at how organ transplant saves lives) 
III. Thirdly, organ transplant saves a life, and we should utilize any opportunity we get to save lives.
A. Organ transplant saves the delicate life of the patients.
1. Every day, 22 people die in the United States waiting for an organ transplant.
2. One individual donor can save up to 50 lives directly (Hoffman, 2019) 
3. With a tissue transplant, an individual donor can save up to 50 lives directly 
B. Organ transplant saves the life of millions of people indirectly 
1. Donating an organ for research saves more lives 
a. There is a shortage of organs for  medical study 
b. Donating organs for medical research touches lives for many generations to come.
C. Organ transplant reduces risks of death of patient’s family members
1. Death of loved ones causes post-traumatic stress disorder, series of depressive episodes, and panic disorder to family members, which may result in their ultimate death ( Guertin, 2006).
