1. lIdentify and discuss two (2) social determinants of health that helped to determine the need for the project.
Provide examples from the video and include at least one (1) scholarly reference for each social determinant.

2. Identify and explain how two (2) primary health care principles guided the project in the video. Provide examples
from the video and include at least one (1) scholarly reference for each principle

3. Identify and discuss one strategy from the Ottawa Charter for Health Promotion that relates to the project in the
video. Provide at least one (1) example from the video and include at least one (1) scholarly reference

4. Define cultural competence and discuss why it is important in determining the success of the project. Provide at
least one (1) example from the video where this concept is demonstrated and at least one (1) scholarly reference
Notes:
