Presentation of Macroeconomics Policy Topic
Overview:
[bookmark: _GoBack]Prepare an 8-10 minute presentation (longer is totally ok, but not required) about a topic in macroeconomics policy. Ideally, use PowerPoint or other similar software, and try to record a video to submit for the presentation.  The goal is to apply one of the models of the textbook to a real-life situation. 

Choice of Topic:
There are really 4 parts to combine in your choice of a topic.  Match up these four things in your choice:
1. Any country in any time period (past or present)
2. A macroeconomic issue or problem you identify in this economy
3. A macroeconomic policy that was (or could be) applied to this economy
4. An economic model from our textbook to model your policy

Some Examples (You don’t need to choose from this list. These are just examples):
a. Use the IS-LM Model to Examine Monetary Policy in the U.S. during the 2009 Recession
b. Use the IS-LM Model to Examine Fiscal Policy in a country during this Coronovirus crisis
c. Use the Solow Model to Examine a development policy in a country of Sub-Saharan Africa
d. Use the Solow Model to Examine the history of Chinese economic development
e. Use the the Phillips Curve and related models to examine high inflation in Venezuela currently

Presentation Suggestions
You may shape the presentation as you see best.  Some possible suggestions might include these elements:
a. Explain the country topic and the macroeconomic situation. For example, if it’s the current recession in the US, give a few facts about the background – like the coronavirus, the shutdowns, the level of unemployment, etc.  Just set the stage for the policy coming.
b. Use graphs and shifting lines. Use the graphical models in our book to show a policy in action.  For example, Trump used $2 Trillion in fiscal policy to help the US economy – this would shift the IS curve to the right.  
c. Explain what the model predicts would happen after your policy is implemented.  For example, fiscal policy would shift IS right, then increase GDP.  But interest rates would increase, and other effects….

I typed a lot here!  But don’t worry about making it too complicated.  Just a simple story of a macroeconomy, using one of our models.
