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Throughout the years, the idea of racism has been lightly taken with people just defining it as discrimination of people based on color and origin. In an actual sense, racism is a very serious matter that is deeply rooted in society and has reached a place where it cannot escape the mind of people practicing it. Racism in America is often towards the black people, characterized by their limited advantage over resources, rights, and life compared to the white people. They gave their children a good life, and Sandra was in a private school (Bush, 2017). They had a comfortable life with her father working in the day time, and her mother owned store close to their home
United States role on the issue of refugees.
As the days go by, the number of people fleeing from their countries due to war is increasing. The USA was one of the states that housed many refugees until the Triumph policy about refugees was administered. The new policies whereby refugees have to go through long and complex procedures before entering the state have significantly reduced the number of people attaining the refugee status and entering the state ( Ladd,& Melilli,2018). This led to the number of refugees entering the US reducing drastically.AS per my reasoning, refugees should not have to be vetted to get to the state. The policy should be that any refugee from a country experiencing violence should be provided safety and the ability to enter the state in the fastest way possible.
The number of refugees to the United States
In the year 2019, the president and his congress decided that the number of refugees who were supposed to get into the state should be a maximum of 30000. This was a difference of 15000 because a higher number had been set in the previous year. In 2019, due to the vetting process, the number of refugees who could get to the state was around 22000 (Krogstad, & Radford, 2017). As per my understanding and with the increase of war and violence globally, the US should triple their range and allow a number of between 90000 to 100000 refugees to be allowed to the state.
My opinion to house more refugees in the US may be disputed because of the claims that most of these refugees and immigrants are characterized in a wrong way in the US. The president may disapprove of giving them the protection they deserve because they are believed to limit the social services meant to be enjoyed by the Americans. Most immigrants and refugees are termed as criminals who commit murder and are associated with rape cases. I disagree with these claims because even before the refugees started coming in, there were still such crimes being committed in America. Even in today’s America, Americans are still found to be involved in those types of crimes and are still enjoying their social services just like before. Those crimes are more associated with a person’s character and development but not their origins. Some refugees and immigrants are doing great in the USA and are not involved in either of those crimes, and others have involved themselves in the provision of various types of social services.
There is also the UNHCR which a body formed by the united nations meant to provide social services and welfare to the refugees. This means that if America houses more refugees, they will get more assistance from this body regarding food, security, and health services (Glasman, 2017).In my attest to the president to increase the number of refugees allowed to the nation, I would request him to consider the benefits associated with them. Most of these immigrants and refugees are desperate to find a home and have a life of their own, and they are willing to start with what they have. They can be a source of cheap labor to the American industries, which will reduce the budget spend on laborers’ payment. In addition to the United Nations' help, they in a way contribute to the development of the United States economy. Most of them being from different origins with a different culture, they improve the nation’s diversity. As per the story of Clemantine and Sandra, they both were refugees at a very young age. In the case of Clemantine, she escaped her home country when she was six years old and got her refugee status six years later after going through seven African countries. The fact that these two refugees came  into the country and turned out to be great authors and activists is another reason why the president should ensure more refugees are allowed to get into the country (Bush, 2017). The two ladies had a good life going on back in their homes, where their parents gave them a good life and education. This means that refugees are not poor, uneducated villages. They can also lead a good life whenever taken in as refugees because they are educated and have the idea of having a good life for themselves. As per the story of Clemantine, refugees can get willing American families to the nation to take them in (Wamariya & Weil2018). Other than the notion of them being murderers, rapists, and criminals, they can become great people such as authors and activists.
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
