	Controlling the circulation of illicit drugs has become a permanent social policy in America aimed at reducing their consumption and the detrimental effects they have on people. Nonetheless, there are continued challenges in choosing the right method or instruments to help control drug trafficking in society because of how the employed methods are often attacked to infringe on the rights of the people. On the flipsides, the effects of drug trafficking are rather adverse including crime rates increasing in society with the urban minority groups often associated with drug trafficking and escalating crime rates in the urban areas. Therefore, despite the cross-national policies being flawed with problems (Giacomello, 2017). The adverse effects cannot get ignored in society and therefore, the need to engage the community on ways to use to control illicit drugs in the community. The current social policies used in America and other neighboring countries are feeble and often termed as intrusive, expensive, and divisive even though they fail to address the drug problem that is continuously getting out of hand (Frydl, 2013).

The paper also addresses the sharp disagreements existing in the already available policies formed to help in drug control. The paper will help law enforcers and future generations come up with proper policies to help in drug control in society. [bookmark: _Toc71029702]Chapter 2: Literature Review
	According to the National Drug Control, science has proved that continued usage of illicit drugs in society and its consequences as a disease of the brain rather than a moral failing. Therefore, drug usage in society can be prevented and treated if the right policies are put in place to help curb the vice (Giacomello, 2017). The current drug policies have their roots in the Harrison Narcotics Act in 1914. However, the policy is blamed for only emphasizing eradicating the nonmedical use of narcotic drugs like morphine, heroin, and opiates. As a result, the manufacture of these drugs was criminalized (Kleinman & Morris, 2020). People were banned from possessing the drugs outside medicinal channels. Additionally, other drugs like marijuana were eventually banned by Congress for nonmedical purposes in America (Frydl, 2013). However, the policy faced a lot of criticism between the 1960s and 1970s with some lawmakers and physicians who needed to be given the chance to respond to drug addiction using medical methods instead of prosecuting or punishing the people which infringed their rights in society (Zou et al., 2017). According to these people, they felt that chronic drug use was should not be blamed wholly on voluntary drug use but rather diseases that make one helpless and finds themselves continuing with its usage for a prolonged period (Frydl, 2013). Thus, in such incidences, the disease may have its roots in biological reasons that make it improper to prosecute drug users in society using the available drug control policies (Frydl, 2013). The said people are usually dependent on these drugs making it important to change the already available policies to accommodate the needs of these people (Kleinman & Morris, 2020).
	Additionally, the available policies aimed at ensuring supply and demand reduction are flawed as incompetent in helping towards drug control in the community. Drug policy analysts in the 1960’s and 1970’s came up with supply reduction strategies that were meant to limit the supply of illicit drugs in an illegal market (Kleinman & Morris, 2020). On the other sides, the demand reduction was meant to reduce the demand for illicit drugs among people. However, the laws proposed failed to give directions on how illicit drugs meant for treatment would be allowed to freely penetrate the market. The law enforcement only gave a distinction between supply and demands. As a result, new enforcement methods cropped that were not necessarily enforcement activities (Frank et al., 2018). The people involved in the production were therefore meant to depend on subsidies for the production of the crop as opposed to persuading them to stop the production through eradication and arrest. Many of the key players in the lucrative illegal business also find it difficult to spontaneously shit to the production of less profitable crops that will mean they incur losses (Kleinman & Morris, 2020).
               Therefore, the most advanced thinking in drug policies is to come up with instruments that address the various people involved in drug supply.  The laws formulated from every category need to complement each other constructively for effective drug control (Zou et al., 2017). Firstly, the complementary need to have law enforcement directed towards both the drug users with the treatment of the users. Complimenting these laws together will likely yield more result in the fight against as it would be in the case of one operating alone. The complimentary would easily exist within government control instruments that work in different levels of the government (Frydl, 2013). Moreover, society has over the years been taught to see drug use as an epidemic. Therefore, it is wise to engage them in coming up with several policies aimed at addressing the drug use issues in society. Later on in the future when drug use has dropped, the relevant agencies need to start focusing on treatment. As a result, society should be thinking deeply about adopting complementary strategies on drug control mechanisms that realize the dynamic nature of the problem (Frank et al., 2018).
