A Historical Perspective...
Treatment for opiate addiction was essentially unavailable until 1935 when  a hospital called "The Farm" was started in Lexington, Ky.

The Prompt
America's rampant misuse of synthetic opioids has lead to a drastic increase in overdoses and deaths.Introduced  in 1996, OxyContin, the most highly addictive synthetic opioid in the world, was aggressively marketed by Purdue Pharmaceuticals and the Sackler family.Others, although legally prescribed, (oxycodone, hydrocodone, codeine, and morphine), are addictive when misused also.  Recently, illegal fentanyl has taken center stage in the illicit opioid trade. Opioids were originally believed to be safe when taken for a short time and as prescribed by a doctor. However, regular use, even as prescribed by a doctor, will lead to toleranceand, ultimately, dependence.  Since 1999, over 760,000 deaths have resulted from the misuse of opioids, and there are no easy answers in sight.
