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A change in perception about alcoholism in society has led to a positive response towards improving the lives of people who are caught up in the chains of drunkenness. Then before it was considered as an immoral action that led to the desperation of the alcohol addicts where they did not get care and acceptance by the society. When society changed their perception, this has contributed positively to the lives of alcohol addicts because they have been able to reform from their behaviors. This has also provided space for the addicts to open up about the problems they might be facing, resulting in amicable solutions that have prevented them from sliding back to the earlier behaviors. Different stakeholders such as families and religious leaders have been on the frontline to champion rehabilitation and therapy to help the addicts change for a better tomorrow. Stigmatization of alcoholic addicts was detrimental in their efforts to get from drug addiction issues.
