Give an example of prejudice, discrimination and stereotype. The differences amongst segregation, assimilation and pluralism in the society today.
Stereotype – an example of a stereotype is that black men are more athletic than white men but they are less intelligent. Another example of a stereotype is that people from Mexico come to the country illegally and they are directly and indirectly connected to drug dealing.
Prejudice- an example of prejudice is racism. Most people prejudice black people for no actual reason but by mere reason of them being black
Discrimination- an example of discrimination is when schools discriminate black people from attending them because they are only white school.
Segregation is when people are separated from others this is commonly in racial matters. The black people are segregated from attending certain events or going to certain places because they are white spaces. Assimilation is whereby one adopts a behavior of another. This is mostly seen in instances such as minority group being assimilated by the majority communities. This is seen commonly today by adopting behaviors of most Americans such as having hotdogs and watching super bowl by the immigrants. Pluralism is whereby people can coexist together despite their different thoughts on politics. This is very rampant today as people are not always supporting the same political parties but yet the democrats, republicans and conservatives exist together.
