Instructions:
For this assignment, include the following in a single document:
· Method section
· 
· Participants
· Measures
· Procedure
· References (include the articles cited for the questionnaires used)
 
For the Participants subsection:
· Provide the basic demographic information of the sample (age, sex, gender, and ethnicity).
· See the Sample Method.
· The descriptive data for these should be provided by Monday of Week 4 as data collection will have ended the previous Thursday.
For the Measures subsection:
· Based on the variables you chose, you need to include the description of the corresponding questionnaires in this subsection.
· All the questionnaires used in the Research Project have good reliability and validity. Reliability measures should be reported (most of them were reported using
Cronbach’s alpha coefficients) and are given in the list of questionnaires at the end of this document, along with citations of the articles where these reliabilities were reported.
See pages 3 and 4 of this instruction sheet
For each of the behavioral variable questionnaires:
· Describe what construct(s) (i.e., self-esteem, optimism, resilience, sleep disturbance, depression, anxiety, or stress) the questionnaire attempts to measure.
· Let the readers know how many items/questions were on the questionnaire and what kind of scale was used (e.g., 4-point Likert-type scale ranging from “strongly agree” to “strongly disagree”).
· Provide at least one example of the items/questions.
· Have in-text citation(s) for the questionnaire using APA-style.
For the Demographic questionnaire:
· Describe what variables were included in the demographic questionnaire (e.g., age, gender identity, etc.).
· See the Sample Method.
 
For the Procedure subsection,
· Mention the names of the questionnaires again.
· Let the readers know that data were collected via UWM Qualtrics.
· See the Sample Method.
For the References section:
• The References section starts on a separate page.
• Provide a list of the articles you’ve cited in your Method section.
• See the Sample Method
Use the following style and format:
· The format of the paper should be APA style. See the Sample Method and/or review chapter 16 of the textbook.
· Use double-spacing and 1-inch margins.
· Use the same font you elected to use for the Introduction section.
· It is good practice to include a title page, running head, and page numbers.
 
You have received your Introduction section with feedback from grading. Review that feedback! If errors were pointed out in that earlier submission, you want to make sure that you don’t repeat those errors in this assignment or you will lose more points.
Students are expected to use feedback on earlier assignments to improve their work on later assignments in the course.
Save the file regularly.
The file must be submitted in Microsoft Word format (.docx or .doc).
When it is ready for submission, upload the saved word document to the Project – Method dropbox.
 
PLEASE NOTE: If you wish to append the Method section to the Introduction section you submitted previously, that’s fine. Eventually all of the assignments will have to be placed into one document, so this is not a problem. However: only the Method section (and relevant references in the Reference section) will be evaluated for this assignment.
This assignment must be completed and submitted individually as indicated in the course syllabus. Let the instructor know if there are any questions or concerns about this assignment.
