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The ex-convicts experience challenges upon release from prisons. The prisoners serving their sentences are eventually released back to the society. Most people find it challenging to resonate with the ex-convicts in the society as matters of public safety are areas of interests. They might re-enter the society successful becoming contributing members and also unsuccessfully hence liability to the society since they have not fully reformed and public safety is at risk. Majority of the ex-convicts find it challenging to successfully transit in the society and eventually crimes making them return to prison. This paper examines how Kevin David faced collateral punishment after he got out of prison in three ways training, housing and unemployment. 

The criminal offenders experience numerous obstacles when they exit the prisons. Some of the challenges they might have experienced them before their jail terms including employment, drug and substance abuse, low self-esteem  as well as anti-social relationships among others. When prisons are released from prison like the case of  Kevin Davis they are confronted by a series of more challenges such as societal acceptability, unemployment and housing problems. Upon his release from the maximum-security prison, Kevin Davis tries to adjust to life especially in the White New York suburbs. At most of times, he would engage in regular brushes with the local police (Treitler  & Angell, 2020).
Kevin Davis was seeking a fresh start but due to lack of income and housing challenges life was unbearable. However, he was lucky to find Karen, who was in her mid-20s and a single mom and college graduate and white. They became couple and shared love and affectionate and sometimes the relationship would turn wild and violent and it resulted to the birth of a daughter. However, their love affair blew up after Karen agreed to Kevin’s suggestion that she hold drugs and substance for another person in exchange for money. Unfortunately, she was caught by the local authorities and spend two years behind bars. She experienced a lot of stress such as Kevin’s unemployment as well as siring a child with another lady. Their relationship came to an end and also Kevin was found guilty by the jury for assaulting her and send behind bars again. This instance reveal that criminals rarely leave the unjust ways behind. Kevin had Karen send behind bars due to his stupid decision of letting his wife hold drugs for someone eventually ending up in prison. This meant that he could not stop the wrong doings no matter the situation (Galletta, et al., 2021).
Some challenges that prisoners experience emanate from the prison’s life experience. The inmates possess little control over their daily life hence they are overwhelmed by the choices affecting them, after the prison and at times not ready to make good decisions. In the case of Karen and Kevin, their relationship could not last since Karen felt betrayed by Kevin on account of siring a baby with another woman despite being a couple to her. Moreover, his unemployment status for long period of time became a bother to Karen since he could not provide for the family. Such instance reveals that most of ex-convicts either do not look for jobs or potential employers are not ready to employ the ex-convicts in their workplace. 

Kevin and Karen’s attempt to create a home together became unbearable by his inability to secure a legal employment. The only solution left for him was dangerous lures of the streets of New York and in Zebratown but the long hand of police would catch up on him. Kevin and Karen both now ex-convicts continued to experience a multiple challenge and would potentially engage in activities that the society found extremely hard to withstand. 
Kevin’s’ case illustrates what the ex-convicts across the globe the globe experience. The society does not give them the second chance to prove themselves despite fully serving their jail terms. A small percent of inmates is accepted by their family members as they are still relatives. However, the rest like Kevin are segregated by the society and denied access to society. Since they cannot afford their living expenses, they are coerced to engage in crimes activity to make a living for themselves. Their struggle results to most facing the jail terms and committing series of crimes while their lives revolves around the prison centres. Kevin was rearrested after he was found quality of abusing his Karen (Dwyer, 2010).
Kevin’s struggle dictate that prisons do very little to prepare the prisoners arrest their immediate as well as their practical needs they are exposed when they release prisoners. In the case of Kevin, he was set free but they did  not care his next move. He did not have any housing or relatives and moreover was not employed. The society was also not prepared to accept the inmates who have conclusively served their jail terms. The prisons do not also care about where the released inmates will get to their destinations. Moreover, the prisoners also do not have such thoughts and matters as long as they are not incarcerated but only have one general perspective concerning their future life’s (Mooney, 2017).
The prisons have a duty to prepare the society and prisoners for society re-entry. The society needs to understand that the ex-convicts have served their full terms as prescribed in the law. They should collaborate with human rights advocates and government agencies to assist the inmates start their life’s afresh and settle. Furthermore, they need to get the inmates some  income generating activities that would keep the inmates engage.  When people are engaging in work activities, they are least likely to engage in crime thoughts and commit crimes. If the society continue segregating the ex-convicts, the result would be increased crime rates in the society. These people want to eat, dress and reside in good housing yet they are not employed. Such would motivate them to commit crimes including stealing. Although, accommodating the inmates in society may not guarantee 100 % success upon release from prisons it would lower crime rates. The preparation would increase the chances of inmate’s success. Kevin was not granted a chance he continued the dangerous lures in Zebratown to support his wife Karen and children although they broke up after Karen arrest and reprimand for two years. 
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
